The original High Altar, as photographed in 1941. Despite the ornate cross and six candles, it still feels as yet
unfinished, as indeed it was. Under the emotional stress of the day, the rectpr and architect didn’t see eye-to-
eye on the final appearance of the altar and after 70 years, it still feels temporary. There was an attempt to
demolish the altar and create a new use for this space in the church, back in 1978, but it failed and the
compromise is what we see. Perhaps the day will come for a final resolution?

Peter and Frances Hounsell's attempt to recreate the 1941 altar, using some of the original artefacts, is very
convincing and despite the difference in detail, it does look right. The little recreation of a bombed out piece of
building with flowers forcing their way through was very thought-provoking and inspiring.
